USING YOUR DIGITAL CAMERA




RULE OF THIRDS

An image can be divided into 9 equal parts by 2
equally -spaced horizontal lines and 2 equally -
spaced vertical lines. The 4 points can be used to
align features in the photograph to create more
tension, energy and interest in the photo than
simply centering the feature would.
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BIKES - RULE OF THIRDS

Framing the object of interest with an even
number of surrounding objects, creates a feeling
of ease and pleasure.

Auto flash
